8. For each of the three (3) pictures there must be a caption explaining the relation of the 

picture to the compound.

9. What protective equipment is necessary to handle the compound 
10. What first aid is necessary if you are improperly exposed to the compound 
11. What is the LD-50 for the compound (how much and by what route does it take to kill)
